Self Directed Support is the new system for arranging social care support which aims to put people in greater control of their care by providing adults with a personal budget to spend on services of their choice (in agreement with their social services Care Manager). Richmond was one of just 10 boroughs who took an early lead in adopted this system which was first introduced in October 2007.

Public Workshop about the future shape of the NHS in South West London
